Where Does Your Recycled Plastic Go?
The plastic bottles and containers that you recycle can take a long journey, some-
times ending back in your hometown. Once your plastic recyclables leave your 
curbside or local recycling center, they are transferred to a recycling facility. At the 
facility the plastic is sorted according to type. Not all plastics have the same chemi-
cal makeup. Ketchup bottles and yogurt containers are made of polypropylene, 
soda bottles are PET or PETE plastic, milk jugs and detergent containers are high-
density polyethylene. The plastics are baled for shipping to reclaimers. Reclaimers 
process the plastic. Machines shred the plastic into small flakes. They wash, rinse, 
and dry it. The plastic is melted, formed into strands and then cut into pellets. The 
plastic is now ready to be reused. Most plastic can be reused over and over again. 

Here are some fun examples of ways of what happens to our plastic when it 
is spared from the landfills and recycled. 
• 14 20-ounce green soda bottles can make one extra-large t-shirt
• 96 one gallon milk jugs can make one 6’ long 2”x4” piece of lumber
• 1200 plastic bottles can make one 200 lb. railroad tie

Compact fluorescent bulbs are a 
great alternative to traditional incan-
descent light bulbs, they save energy 
and money but they do contain mer-
cury which is hazardous to the envi-
ronment and needs to be disposed 

of properly. The CFL light bulbs 
can be dropped off for recycling at 
Hailey City Hall or at the ERC in 
Ketchum. Be very careful not break 
these bulbs installing or transport-
ing them to the recycle center.
